1.1. Incorporate a Incorporate a strategy of integrated weed strategy of integrated weed 
managementmanagement into construction layout and into construction layout and 
design design 

2. 2. Remove or treat seed sourcesRemove or treat seed sources and other and other 
viable reproducing plant parts that could be viable reproducing plant parts that could be 
spread by construction disturbance.spread by construction disturbance.

3. 3. Avoid moving weedAvoid moving weed--infested materialsinfested materials
(gravel, rock and other fill materials) to weed(gravel, rock and other fill materials) to weed--
free locations. free locations.

4. 4. Identify existing noxious weedsIdentify existing noxious weeds along access along access 
roads and control them before construction roads and control them before construction 
equipment moves in.equipment moves in.

5. 5. Clean offClean off--road equipmentroad equipment (power or high(power or high--
pressure cleaning) of all mud, dirt, and plant pressure cleaning) of all mud, dirt, and plant 
parts before moving into relatively weedparts before moving into relatively weed--free free 
areas.areas.

6. 6. Minimize the removal of vegetationMinimize the removal of vegetation during during 
construction and maintenance construction and maintenance 

7. Use only 7. Use only certified weedcertified weed--free straw and mulchfree straw and mulch
for erosion control projects. Consider the use for erosion control projects. Consider the use 
of weedof weed--free fiber roll barriers or sediment free fiber roll barriers or sediment 
logs. logs. 

8. Road maintenance programs should include 8. Road maintenance programs should include 
monitoring and treatmentmonitoring and treatment for noxious weeds. for noxious weeds.

9. 9. Provide trainingProvide training to management and workers to management and workers 
on the identification of noxious weeds, the on the identification of noxious weeds, the 
importance of noxious weed control and importance of noxious weed control and 
measures to minimize their spread. measures to minimize their spread. 

10. 10. Quickly treatQuickly treat individual plants or small individual plants or small 
infestations before they become established, infestations before they become established, 
produce seed or are able to spread.. produce seed or are able to spread..
