FIFRA Seciion 18

Allows an unregistered use of a pesticide for a limited
time if the U.S. EPA determines that an “Emergency
Condition” exists

Establishment of Time Limited Residue Tolerance
Third party applications only

Four types of issuances:

» Specific

» Quarantine

» Public Health

» Cirisis

o Used to collect field data under California
Use conditions

o If used in greenhouses or laboratory
settings, EUP/RAs are not required

o Must follow submitted label

o If Federally registered, field limitations are
set. Usually more than 100 acres.

o Pesticide can be sold to users

o May have temporary residue tolerance
o ~ 2 per year
