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Statement of Purpose


The Plumas-Sierra Noxious Weeds Management Area will cooperate and coordinate activities necessary for the prevention and control of noxious weeds in Plumas and Sierra Counties.  The emphasis of these activities shall be focused on the prevention of noxious weeds and/or their expansion.  Education shall be part of the prevention program.  The priority of control and eradication efforts shall concentrate on the species listed as priority by the group.

Prevention
•
Continue to participate in Weed Free Forage Certification process.

•
Continue to support weed prevention component of USFS Sierra Nevada Forest Plan Amendment.

•
Continue to coordinate noxious weed prevention and control activities with all of the participants in the current Memorandum of Understanding for the Weeds Management Area set to expire in December 2028.
•
Promote public awareness on noxious weed issues with education and training programs.

Education and Training  
•
Weed tour in July/August 2025 and 2027 to revisit current infestations and to raise awareness of any new infestations or occurrences. 
•
Noxious Weeds Information Booths at area Farmer’s Markets and other events throughout Plumas and Sierra Counties.
•
Continue to provide educational materials for noxious weed control and prevention to distribute to landowners and the public. 

Inventory and Mapping
•
Google Earth KMZ files will be developed for all noxious weed sites in both counties.
•
Produce hard copies of noxious weed sites using Google Earth Pro.    
· All noxious weed sites will be entered into and updated on the Calflora Database.
•
Inventory efforts will continue to be coordinated through Plumas-Sierra Dept of Ag.  

Control and Eradication   
•
Private landowners in both counties shall continue to inventory and map noxious weed infestations on their land. The Plumas-Sierra Department of Agriculture shall respond to landowners' requests to control and eradicate the Plumas-Sierra Weeds Management Area's priority species of noxious weeds.     
  

Monitoring and Data

•
Database will be created and maintained in Calflora on all site locations as well as all control and eradication actions.  
•
Current and new noxious weed sites will be monitored yearly or on a site-by-site basis depending on site location and size. 

• 
Data collected from site monitoring will be updated in the county and Calflora databases.
Reporting

•
Noxious weed site information collected by county employees will be updated in the Plumas Sierra Counties Ag Dept. database and in Calflora and be available to the public and other agencies upon request.
· The Plumas-Sierra Weed Management Area will have annual meetings in February for

participating agencies to update the group on their activities.
